In 2015, TFH provided aftercare services for
298 retired horses (Fig. 17)with a total cost of
$407,033.07, averaging $1,365.88, the lowest
average per horse cost in the industry for horse
care. Horse care services consist of: 1) horse
placement stipends for rehabilitation including
board, feed, hay, bedding, farrier, vaccinations,
retraining and adoption services; 2) veterinary
care such as evaluations and surgical inter-
vention; and 3) horse transportation from the
racetrack to Partner Farms or medical clinics.

Horse transportation has become a substantial
burden on the TFH budget; over 10% of horse
care expenses go to moving the horses from
track to farms or to clinics and back (Fig. 15).
While transportation costs have increased with
the volume of horse intake, as well as with

The second part of veterinary expenses con-
sists of screening and all other procedures that
not only are necessary diagnostically, but offer
a great value to Partner Farms, due to the dis-
counts TFH receives from track veterinarians.
The $29,959.10 TFH paid in veterinary fees
resulted in savings on horse placement fees
and better satisfaction from Partner Farm man-
agers and adopters. The current balance allows
TFH to maintain a reputation for quality and
performance while keeping horse care costs

In addition, leading
surgeons working with the TFH program have
discovered a seriously high incidence of degen-
erative joint disease in retired racehorses. This
has resulted in the Mid-Atlantic racing region
banning or regulating certain medications and
therapies.

Public outreach has also been improved
through TFH in a variety of ways. Volunteers
are stationed at a table within the Parx Racing
grandstand on special event days to advertise,
fundraise and interact with the general pub-

lic by educating them about horse racing and
racehorse aftercare.

and that is an astounding accomplishment, not
only in comparison to prior retirement efforts,
but also as proof of continued commitment to
an organization that is succeeding in its mis-
sion.

Other programs have been forced to limit

the number of horses assisted due to lack of
funding. The chain reaction following cutbacks
is devastating to the horses left behind, and
spreads through the backside like a cancer,
breeding apathy among horsemen who then
refuse support altogether, creating a downward
spiral. In contrast, TFH knows that every needy
horse should be offered assistance and from
experience can estimate that the revolving
population of 1,400 Parx horses will produce
approximately 300 horses per year for retire-
ment. Meeting these goals requires continued
support from the racing community.

Perhaps the most remarkable aspect in this re-
port is that racehorse owners privately donate

support of the program. This is in addition to
the established $10 per start they contribute.
There is a lot to be said for horsemen who
care what happens with their charges after rac-
ing and continue to protect them with ongoing
support.
